The Troop Birthday has been celebrated in a form similar to the present day since the early 1920’s. Make it a family event and bring some friends. The events include patrol competitions,  award ceremony and lunch. The schedule of events is as follows.

OPENING CEREMONY 10 AM

FULL FIELD SET UP


Patrols set up a camp site using the equipment that was standard issue in the early 1920’s.The setup template used is called the” Pine Tree Drill” .It was originated by Clifton Lisle our second Scoutmaster. The patrols are graded on the speed and accuracy of their set up.

KNOT TYING CONTEST


Patrols compete in a relay knot  contest in which the Scout must run from the Patrol line to the Staff at the far end of the field, tie the knot requested and return to the line to transfer the rope to the next runner. If he fails to tie the knot correctly the next Scout in line must then tie the knot. The Patrol that completes all 10 knots first is the winner.

FIRE BY FLINT AND STEEL


Scouts must start a fire using flint or quartz and steel. A nest of tinder and charred cloth is carefully prepared and dried to receive the spark. Scouts work the nest after the spark has dropped and hopefully develop an open flame to win the event. Participants include the youngest Scout and the best in the Patrol.

SIGNALING


The event starts with a runner being given a message. He then delivers it to the sender who, using the light box sends the message in Morse Code to, the receiver. The first and most accurate message wins.

TOWER RAISING


Patrols must assemble the two preassembled frames with the platform and cross braces with approved lashings. The patrol leader must then climb the tower and salute the SPL. The first one up wins.
